Using ADAPT Instructional Software to Teach Learning & Motivation Strategies (LMS) 

ADAPT stands for Active Discovery And Participation thru Technology. It is a way to teach using a combination of computer-mediated and live instruction in a computer classroom. The ADAPT software facilitates student learning and behavior change by having students do all of the module instructional and assessment activities presented in the LMS textbook (i.e., Assignments, Quickpractices, Applications, Self-Surveys, and Self-Assessments) as well as activities not presented in the textbook (i.e., Spotquizzes, Online Discussions, and the Final Exam) on-line.  Further, the software includes instructions for the Portfolios and Hope in the Unseen Papers. Students submit their completed activities electronically to a database so their instructor can read, evaluate and grade them and provide them feedback. It has been demonstrated to be a highly effective way to teach students learning and motivation strategies at both the college and high school level, and has yielded dramatic gains in students’ GPA’s. 

 In addition to the textbooks (Learning & Motivation Strategies: Your Guide to Success, 2nd ed.; Tuckman et al., Pearson/Prentice Hall, 2008; and A Hope in the Unseen, Suskind, Broadway Books, 1998), you need the following two things to teach the LMS course using ADAPT: (1) the ADAPT Software, which The Ohio State University will provide for you at NO COST during the 2007-08 school year; (2) a courseware platform or course management system to house the LMS software, which your institution may already have. The LMS software has previously run on Blackboard, WebCT, Angel, and Desire2Learn. If you already have access to one of these platforms, we can send you the ADAPT software. If not, Blackboard has reasonably priced packages scaled to particular contexts that have proved useful to interested institutions without a course management system.
